Vapor Company of Winston-Salem,
North Carolina; R.J. Reynolds Tobacco
Company of Winston-Salem of North
Carolina; and RAI Services Company of
Winston-Salem, North Carolina.
Supplements were filed on June 12,
2024 and July 1, 2024. The complaint,
as supplemented, alleges violations of
section 337 based upon the importation
into the United States, the sale for
importation, and the sale within the
United States after importation of
certain disposable vaporizer devices and
components thereof by reason of the
infringement of certain claims of U.S.
