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Therefore, the Commission believes
that DTC’s proposal is consistent with
Rules 17Ad-22(e)(23)(i) and (ii) under
the Act.61

II1. Conclusion

It is therefore noticed, pursuant to
Section 806(e)(1)(I) of the Clearing
Supervision Act,52 that the Commission
does not object to advance notice SR—
DTC-2017-804, as modified by
Amendment No. 1, and that DTC is
authorized to implement the proposal as
of the date of this notice or the date of
an order by the Commission approving
proposed rule change SR-DTC-2017—
022, as modified by Amendment No. 1,
whichever is later.

to be appropriate and publishes its
