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soon be published in the Federal

that sales and production did decline in
the relevant period, and therefore, a
survey of subject firm customers is
merited to establish whether imports
contributed to layoffs in the petitioning
worker group.

After careful review of the
application, I conclude that the claim is
of sufficient weight to justify
reconsideration of the Department of
Labor’s prior decision. The application
is, therefore, granted.
