AGENCY: Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA).

ACTION: Notice of proposed settlement
agreement; request for public comment.

SUMMARY: In accordance with section
113(g) of the Clean Air Act, as amended
(““Act”), notice is hereby given of a
proposed settlement agreement to
address a lawsuit filed by the American
Forest & Paper Association, Inc. and
American Wood Council (“Petitioners”)
in the United States Court of Appeals
for the District of Columbia: American
Forest and Paper Association, Inc. and
American Wood Council v. EPA, No.
12-1452 (D.C. Cir.). Petitioners filed a
petition for review challenging EPA’s
final rule entitled “Mandatory Reporting
of Greenhouse Gases; Final Rule,” (Oct.
30, 2009) (“GHG Reporting Rule”).
Under the terms of the proposed
settlement agreement, Petitioners would
dismiss their claims if, at the conclusion
of a rulemaking process that has
included notice and an opportunity for
public comment, EPA promulgates in
final form an amendment to the GHG
Reporting Rule that includes changes
that are substantially the same
substance as set forth in Attachment A
to the proposed settlement agreement.
Nothing in the proposed settlement
agreement limits or modifies EPA’s
discretion under the Clean Air Act.

I. Additional Information About the
Proposed Settlement Agreement

The proposed settlement agreement
would resolve a lawsuit filed by the
American Forest & Paper Association,
Inc. and American Wood Council
seeking to compel the Agency to
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promulgate a proposed rule on the issue
of whether the GHG Reporting Rule
should be amended by the inclusion of
proposed amendments of the same
substance as set forth in Attachment A
to the proposed settlement agreement.
Under the proposed settlement
agreement, Petitioners would dismiss
their claims if EPA promulgates in final
form an amendment to the GHG
Reporting Rule that includes changes
that are substantially the same
substance as set forth in Attachment A
to the proposed settlement agreement.
The proposed settlement agreement
further states that in the event not all
such changes are made that are
substantially the same substance as set
forth in Attachment A to the proposed
settlement agreement, the Petitioners
would file a stipulation of dismissal for
the issues that correspond to such
changes that were made, and for those
issues that were not resolved, with the
creation of a new docket for those issues
that were not resolved.

Nothing in the proposed settlement
agreement limits or modifies EPA’s
discretion under the Clean Air Act in
either the related notice and comment
rulemaking process or otherwise. The
EPA reserves the discretion to
promulgate a final rule relating to any
amendment to or revision of the GHG
Reporting Rule and by this proposed
settlement agreement has not obligated
itself to issue any final rule which
includes the proposed changes
contained in Attachment A to the
proposed settlement agreement.

For a period of thirty (30) days
following the date of publication of this
notice, the Agency will accept written
comments relating to the proposed
settlement agreement from persons who
were not named as parties or
intervenors to the litigation in question.
EPA or the Department of Justice may
withdraw or withhold consent to the
proposed settlement agreement if the
comments disclose facts or
considerations that indicate that such
consent is inappropriate, improper,
inadequate, or inconsistent with the
requirements of the Act. Unless EPA or
the Department of Justice determines
that consent to this settlement
agreement should be withdrawn, the
terms of the agreement will be affirmed.
