Therefore, the licensee is
proposing an alternate design that
would utilize 5 smaller turbine units
that would greatly reduce the depth of
excavation. The proposed amendment
would still have the same generating
capacity of 28.1 MW but would reduce
the rated turbine discharge of 18,486 to
17,650 cubic feet per second. The
powerhouse would be redesigned to
hold the five 3.65-meter bulb turbine-
generator units, and would be
approximately 170-feet-wide, 135-feet-
high, and 180-feet-long. The headrace
channel and tailrace channels would
also be redesigned from what was
originally licensed. No changes would
occur to the interconnection
transmission route.
