called ‘‘AISL-Annual Inquiry Service 
List.’’ 8 

Interested parties who wish to be 
added to the annual inquiry service list 
for an order must submit an entry of 
appearance in the annual inquiry 
service list segment in ACCESS for the 
order within 30 days after the date of 
publication of the order in the Federal 
Register. For ease of administration, 
Commerce requests that a law firm with 
more than one attorney representing an 
interested party in an order designate a 
lead attorney to be included on the 
annual inquiry service list. Commerce 
will finalize the annual inquiry service 
list within five business days thereafter.

In the Final Rule, Commerce stated 
that, ‘‘after an initial request and 
placement on the annual inquiry service 
list, both petitioners and foreign 
governments will automatically be 
placed on the annual inquiry service list 
in the years that follow.’’ 9 Accordingly, 
as stated above, the petitioners and 
foreign governments should submit 
their initial entry of appearance after 
publication of this notice in the Federal 
Register in order to appear in the first 
annual inquiry service list for those 
orders for which they qualify as an 
interested party. Pursuant to 19 CFR 
351.225(n)(3), the petitioners and 
foreign governments will not need to 
resubmit their entries of appearance 

each year to continue to be included on 
the annual inquiry service list. 
However, the petitioners and foreign 
governments are responsible for making 
amendments to their entries of 
appearance during the annual update to 
the annual inquiry service list in 
accordance with the procedures 
described above.

Appendix 

Scope of the Order 

The products within the scope of the order 
are paper shopping bags with handles of any 
type, regardless of whether there is any 
printing, regardless of how the top edges are 
finished (e.g., folded, serrated, or otherwise 
finished), regardless of color, and regardless 
of whether the top edges contain adhesive or 
other material for sealing closed. Subject 
paper shopping bags have a width of at least 
4.5 inches and depth of at least 2.5 inches. 

Paper shopping bags typically are made of 
kraft paper but can be made from any type 
of cellulose fiber, paperboard, or pressboard 
with a basis weight less than 300 grams per 
square meter (GSM). 

A non-exhaustive illustrative list of the 
types of handles on shopping bags covered 
by the scope include handles made from any 
materials such as twisted paper, flat paper, 
yarn, ribbon, rope, string, or plastic, as well 
as die-cut handles (whether the punchout is 
fully removed or partially attached as a flap). 
Excluded from the scope are: 

• Paper sacks or bags that are of a 1⁄6 or 1⁄7 
barrel size (i.e., 11.5–12.5 inches in width, 
6.5–7.5 inches in depth, and 13.5–17.5 
inches in height) with flat paper handles or 
die-cut handles; 

• Paper sacks or bags with die-cut handles, 
a grams per square meter paper weight of less 
than 86 GSM, and a height of less than 11.5 
inches; and 

• Paper sacks or bags (i) with non-paper 
handles made wholly of woven ribbon or 
other similar woven fabric 1 and (ii) that are 
finished with folded tops or for which tied 

knots or t-bar aglets (made of wood, metal, 
or plastic) are used to secure the handles to 
the bags. 

The above-referenced dimensions are 
provided for paper bags in the opened 
position. The height of the bag is the distance 
from the bottom fold edge to the top edge 
(i.e., excluding the height of handles that 
extend above the top edge). The depth of the 
bag is the distance from the front of the bag 
edge to the back of the bag edge (typically 
measured at the bottom of the bag). The 
width of the bag is measured from the left to 
the right edges of the front and back panels 
(upon which the handles typically are 
located). 

This merchandise is currently classifiable 
under Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the 
United States (HTSUS) subheadings 
4819.30.0040 and 4819.40.0040. The HTSUS 
subheadings are provided for convenience 
and customs purposes only; the written 
description of the scope is dispositive.

I. Abstract 

NMFS proposes to extend the 
information collection under OMB 
Control Number 0648–0358 without 
change. The NMFS Southeast Region 

manages domestic fisheries in the U.S. 
exclusive economic zone of the 
Caribbean, Gulf of Mexico, and South 
Atlantic regions under multiple fishery 
management plans (FMPs). The regional 
fishery management councils prepared 
the FMPs pursuant to the Magnuson- 
Stevens Fishery Conservation and 
Management Act (Magnuson-Stevens 
Act). NMFS implements the FMPs 
through regulations located at 50 CFR 
part 622. 

The regulations located at 50 CFR part 
622 form the basis for the information 
collection requirements that are 
currently approved under OMB Control 
Number 0648–0358, Southeast Region 
Vessel and Gear Identification 
Requirements. NMFS has no immediate 
plans to change identification 
requirements for fishing vessels or gear 
in 50 CFR part 622. 

Regulations at 50 CFR part 622 
require that all federally permitted 
fishing vessels must be marked with 
some form of identification. A vessel’s 
official number, under most regulations, 
must be displayed on the port and 
starboard sides of the deckhouse or hull, 
and on the weather deck. In addition, 
regulations for certain fisheries also 
require the display of the assigned color 
code for the vessel. The official number 
and color code identify each vessel and 
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
