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consideration of housing needs and
preservation of the community’s historic
places.

Collaborate

13. Public-serving institutions and the
private sector should cooperate and
form partnerships across agencies,
between levels of government, and
within communities to enhance the
implementation of each of the
principles discussed above. The impacts
of America’s housing supply shortfall
are so wide-ranging that collaboration
among public-serving institutions,
developers, financial institutions,
philanthropic organizations, and others
in the private sector is essential.
Cooperation and forging of partnerships
will enhance implementation of each of
the principles discussed above. Federal
agencies can take a leadership role in
this regard through their own
collaborative work and by encouraging
such work through funding and
technical assistance.
