On November 14, 2024, NYSE Arca, 

Inc. (‘‘NYSE Arca’’) filed with the 
Securities and Exchange Commission 
(‘‘Commission’’), pursuant to Section 
19(b)(1) of the Securities Exchange Act 

of 1934 (‘‘Act’’) 1 and Rule 19b–4 
thereunder,2 a proposed rule change to 
list and trade shares of the Bitwise 10 
Crypto Index Fund under Proposed 
NYSE Arca Rule 8.800–E (Commodity- 
and/or Digital Asset-Based Investment 
Interests).
