II. Self-Regulatory Organization’s
Statement of the Purpose of, and
Statutory Basis for, the Proposed Rule
Change

In its filing with the Commission, the
Exchange included statements
concerning the purpose of and basis for
the proposed rule change and discussed
any comments it received on the
proposed rule change. The text of these
statements may be examined at the
places specified in Item IV below. The
Exchange has prepared summaries, set
forth in sections A, B, and C below, of
the most significant aspects of such
statements.

A. Self-Regulatory Organization’s
Statement of the Purpose of, and
Statutory Basis for, the Proposed Rule
Change

1. Purpose

The purpose of the proposed rule
change 3 is to harmonize the billing
practices for subscription to Nasdaq
ports and other services provided under
Rules 70154 and 7016(b) 5 with those of
the Nasdaq’s Options Market (“NOM”)
by no longer applying a prorated fee for
subscriptions that are effective other
than the first of any given month.® The
Exchange does not prorate NOM
connectivity subscriptions; thus,
Options Participants 7 are assessed a full
month’s fee for a connectivity
subscription if they direct the Exchange
to make the subscribed connectivity live
on any day of the month, including the
last day thereof. The Exchange notes
that the NASDAQ PHLX does not
prorate port connectivity under both
[sic] its equity and options rules.8
