interstate job clearance system must
submit a completed agricultural
clearance order (Forms ETA 790/790B)
to the applicable State Workforce
Agency.

The emergency PRA clearance
requested will allow DOL to utilize
prior approved Forms ETA 790, 790A,
790B, and 9142A, which is necessary to
ensure continuity in administering the
H-2A program and the ARS nationwide.
Within the 6-month period following
emergency approval, DOL will seek
public comment on the information
collection package as provided under 5
CFR part 1320 and the Paperwork
Reduction Act.
