for Nuclear Power Plants” and other
regulatory and preapplication activities
for large light water reactors (LWRs),
light water cooled small modular
reactors, non-LWRs, and nonpower
production and utilization facilities. In
addition, information provided to the
NRC staff is intended to promote early
communications between the NRC and
potential applicants about planned
licensing and construction activities
under 10 CFR part 50 and/or 10 CFR
part 52.
