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cause for approving the proposed rule
change, as modified by Amendment No.
1, on an accelerated basis, pursuant to
section 19(b)(2) of the Act.49

VII. Conclusion

proposed rule change (SR-NASDAQ-

Rule 6.42. Minimum Increments for
Bids and Offers

The Board of Directors may establish
minimum increments for options traded
on the Exchange. When the Board of
Directors determines to change the
minimum increments, the Exchange
will designate such change as a stated
policy, practice, or interpretation with
respect to the administration of Rule
6.42 within the meaning of
subparagraph (3)(A) of subsection 19(b)
of the Exchange Act and will file a rule
change for effectiveness upon filing
with the Commission. Until such time
as the Board of Directors makes a
change to the minimum increments, the
following minimum increments shall
apply to options traded on the
Exchange:

II. Self-Regulatory Organization’s
Statement of the Purpose of, and
Statutory Basis for, the Proposed Rule
Change

In its filing with the Commission, the
Exchange included statements
concerning the purpose of and basis for
the proposed rule change and discussed
any comments it received on the
proposed rule change. The text of these
statements may be examined at the
places specified in Item IV below. The
Exchange has prepared summaries, set
forth in sections A, B, and C below, of
the most significant aspects of such
statements.

A. Self-Regulatory Organization’s
Statement of the Purpose of, and
Statutory Basis for, the Proposed Rule
Change

1. Purpose

The Penny Pilot Program (the “Pilot
Program”) is scheduled to expire on
June 30, 2016. CBOE proposes to extend
the Pilot Program until December 31,
2016. CBOE believes that extending the
Pilot Program will allow for further
analysis of the Pilot Program and a
determination of how the Pilot Program
should be structured in the future.

During this extension of the Pilot
Program, CBOE proposes that it may
replace any option class that is currently
included in the Pilot Program and that
has been delisted with the next most
actively traded, multiply listed option
class that is not yet participating in the
Pilot Program (“‘replacement class”).
Any replacement class would be
determined based on national average
daily volume in the preceding six
months,5 and would be added on the
second trading day following July 1,
2016. CBOE will employ the same
parameters to prospective replacement
classes as approved and applicable in
determining the existing classes in the
Pilot Program, including excluding
high-priced underlying securities.b
CBOE will announce to its Trading
Permit Holders by circular any
replacement classes in the Pilot
Program.

CBOE is specifically authorized to act
jointly with the other options exchanges
participating in the Pilot Program in
identifying any replacement class.

5 The month immediately preceding a
replacement class’s addition to the Pilot Program
(i.e., June) would not be used for purposes of the
six-month analysis. Thus, a replacement class to be
added on the second trading day following July 1,
2016 would be identified based on The Option
Clearing Corporation’s trading volume data from
December 1, 2015 through May 31, 2016.

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2. Statutory Basis

The Exchange believes the proposed
rule change is consistent with the Act
and the rules and regulations
thereunder applicable to the Exchange
and, in particular, the requirements of
Section 6(b) of the Act.” Specifically,
the Exchange believes the proposed rule
change is consistent with the Section
6(b)(5) 8 requirements that the rules of
an exchange be designed to prevent
fraudulent and manipulative acts and
practices, to promote just and equitable
principles of trade, to foster cooperation
and coordination with persons engaged
in regulating, clearing, settling,
processing information with respect to,
and facilitation transactions in
securities, to remove impediments to
and perfect the mechanism of a free and
open market and a national market
system, and, in general, to protect
investors and the public interest.
Additionally, the Exchange believes the
proposed rule change is consistent with
the Section 6(b)(5) ¢ requirement that
the rules of an exchange not be designed
to permit unfair discrimination between
customers, issuers, brokers, or dealers.
In particular, the proposed rule change
allows for an extension of the Pilot
Program for the benefit of market
participants.

B. Self-Regulatory Organization’s
Statement on Burden on Competition

CBOE does not believe that the
proposed rule change will impose any
burden on competition that is not
necessary or appropriate in furtherance
of the purposes of the Act. Specifically,
the Exchange believes that, by extending
the expiration of the Pilot Program, the
proposed rule change will allow for
further analysis of the Pilot Program and
a determination of how the Program
shall be structured in the future. In
doing so, the proposed rule change will
also serve to promote regulatory clarity
and consistency, thereby reducing
burdens on the marketplace and
facilitating investor protection. In
addition, the Exchange has been
authorized to act jointly in extending
the Pilot Program and believes the other
exchanges will be filing similar
extensions.

II1. Date of Effectiveness of the

The Exchange has filed the proposed
rule change pursuant to Section
