Facility Description: The proposed

project would consist of: (1) Five 15-kW
Turgo turbine units with a total
installed capacity of 75 kW located at
the McClellan Wash Drop of the Central
Main Canal; and (2) appurtenant
facilities. The proposed project would
have an estimated annual generating
capacity of about 900,000 kilowatt-
hours.

Preliminary Determination: The
proposed addition of the hydroelectric
project along the existing irrigation
canal will not alter its primary purpose.
