airport; and adding an extension 1 mile
each side of the 187° bearing from the
airport extending from the 4.3-mile
radius to 5.1 miles south of the airport;

And modify the Class E airspace
extending upward from 700 feet above
the surface to within a 6.8-mile (reduced
from a 7-mile) radius of Raleigh County
Memorial Airport; removing the Beckley
VORTAC and associated extensions
from the airspace legal description;
adding an extension 2 miles each side
of the 048° bearing from the airport
extending from the 6.8-mile radius to
8.9 miles northeast of the airport; and
adding an extension 2 miles each side
of the 187° bearing from the airport

extending from the 6.8-mile radius to
8.8 miles south of the airport.

This action is the result of an airspace
review conducted as part of the
decommissioning of the Beckley VOR as
part of the VOR MON Program and to
support IFR operations at this airport.

Regulatory Notices and Analyses

established body of technical
regulations for which frequent and
routine amendments are necessary to
keep them operationally current. It,
therefore: (1) is not a “significant
